Assistance Fund (NEAF)/Nautilus Scholarship as a lasting
memorial of all our departed shipmates. The Nautilus
Scholarship, when available, is exclusive only for spouses,
children, grandchildren, great grandchildren, step child, or step
grand and great step grandchild of any crew member who served
honorably aboard USS Nautilus SSN-571, USS Nautilus SS-168,
or Historic Ship Nautilus SSN-571 for at least 30 days.

Many crew members, auxiliary members, and friends of
Nautilus have already donated seed money to the NEAF in order
to get the Nautilus Scholarship underway. (See list of donors on
page 7). The monies donated goes into an escrow account,
administered by DSF, and will not be paid out for scholarships,
only the interest or dividends generated by the principle of the
escrow will be offered as the Nautilus Scholarship. This will take
some time before a scholarship can be offered but will make the
Nautilus Scholarship an everlasting legacy as long as the Nautilus
Alumni Association, Inc. (NAAI) exists.

Applicants for the Nautilus Scholarship may also apply for
the Dolphin Scholarship provided they meet the requirements for
that scholarship. The applications are different and one is needed
to apply for each scholarship. It is possible that a person could
receive both scholarships at the same time. The Nautilus
Scholarship will be a one year fund. Applicants and recipients of
the Nautilus Scholarship may reapply and compete each year for
additional funding or initial funding.

It will take time for the principle to generate enough funds
for the first Nautilus Scholarship. When the first scholarship is
offered it will be advertised on the NAAI website and in the NAAI

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BURIAL AT SEA

Burial at sea is a means of final disposition of remains that
performed on United States Navy vessels. The committal
ceremony is performed while the phs deployed. Therefore,
family members are not allowed to be present. The
commanding officer of the ship assigned to perform the
ceremony will notify the family of the date, time, and,
longitude and latitude once the committal service has beel
completed.

Individuals eligible for this program are: active duty memb
of the uniformed services; retirees and veterans who were
honorably discharged; U.S. civilian marine personnel of th:
Military Sealift Command; and dependent family members
active duty pesonnel, retirees, and veterans of the uniform
services.

After the death of the individual for whom the request for
Burial at Sea is being made, the Person Authorized to Dire
Disposition (PADD) should print out and complete the Buri
at Sea Request Fo. Supporting documents which must
accompany this request are: a photocopy of the death
certificate; the burial transit permit or the cremation
certificate; and a copy of the DD Form 214, Sea Request
Form and the three supporting documents make up thelBtL
at Sea Request package.

A Burial Flag is required for all committal services perform
aboard United States Naval vessels, except family membe
who are not authorized a burial flag. Following the service:
sea, the flag that accompanied the crasaiill be returned

to the PADD. If the PADD does not wish to send a burial fl

for the service, a flag will be provided by the Navy for th
committal service, but will not be sent to the PADD. (No
For deceased veterans, a burial flag can be providea a
charge from the Veterans Administration).

Cremains must be in an urn or plastic/metal container tc
prevent spillage in shipping. Tleeemains, along with the
completed Burial at Sea Request package, and the burii
flag will be forwarded to the Buriglt Sea Coordinator at
the desired port of embarkation. Prior to shipment, it is
recommended that a phone call be made informing the
coordinator of the pending request. It is also recomment
that the cremains package be sent via certified mail, reti
receipt requested.

Specific guidelines are required for theeparation of
casketed remains. All expenses incurred in this process
the responsibility of the PADD, who will select a funeral
home in the area of the port of embarkation. After this
selectionhas been made and notification has been provi
to the coordinator, the casketed remains, the request fol
supporting documents, and the burial flag are to be
forwarded to the receiving funeral home.

The coordinator will make the inspection and comptbe
checklist for the preparation of casketed remains. It is
recommended that funeral homes responsible for prepa
and shipping intact remains contact Navy Mortuary Affai
at the Military Medical Support Office in Great Lakes, lIl.
to receive the mparation requirements.
